WORKSHOP NO. 1 

Summer Propagation: Softwood 
and Greenwood Cuttings
Location: Ballinrobe
Date: Wednesday 4th September 
Time: 5.30 pm to 7.30 pm

Summer cuttings and layers can be the 
quickest and most reliable way of building  
a stock of perennials or shrubs, and the 
costs are minimal. At our first workshop 
you will learn to select appropriate plant 
material for different techniques, and how 
to grow on your cuttings successfully. We 
will also take a look at the plant preferences 
of our different native pollinator groups.

WORKSHOP NO. 2 

Wildflower Seed Collection  
and Saving
Location: Cong
Date: Saturday 7th September  
Time: 10.00 am to 1.00 pm

In this workshop you will learn to identify 
native pollinator forage plants in the wild, 
and when and how to collect and store 
seed. We will discuss meadow planting 
techniques, rural and urban, with some 
examples of successes and failures in the 
western climate.

WORKSHOP NO. 3 

Pollinator-friendly Planting  
in Challenging Spaces 
Location: Kilmaine
Date: Saturday 21st September  
Time: 10.00 am to 1.00 pm
Our third workshop will look at creating 
long-lasting and colourful displays 
in cramped spaces, or with little soil. 
We will create a raised bed and review 
suitable plants for inclusion. Regarding 
maintenance, we will look at non-chemical 
methods for maintaining your flowering 
plants and for controlling weeds. 

Each group should bring a planting trough 
or a very large pot to make their own 
display, from which they will be able  
to propagate later in the season.

WORKSHOP NO. 4 

Hedgerows and Winter 
Propagation
Location: Ballinrobe
Date: Saturday 19th October 
Time: 10.00 am to 1.00 pm 

Our final workshop of the season focuses 
on the role native hedgerows and cultivated 
hedges play for pollinators and wildlife, and 
appropriate winter propagation techniques. 
We will also look at the groups’ action 
plans for the coming growing season.
